It must be an awesome feeling knowing you are a member of a small, select 
group of adventurers participating in what has to be one of the most unique 
and unusual events of the year 2000. What a way to welcome in the new the 
millennium. Of all the events scheduled around the world, exploring the 
earth from the seat of a bicycle, as you pedal into the best shape of your life, 
will have rewards far beyond each of our wildest imaginations. 
 
Recruitment Status 
We were delighted and a little surprised that our Odyssey rider numbers 
remained so high after the December 31, 1998 “no more refund on the $6000” 
cut-off date. We currently have 246 registered riders on the books. 
 
The bottom line…since we are very close to reaching our original goal of 250 
riders, little time will be spent on recruiting new riders this year. 
 
Health Insurance Policy by Lloyds of London 
We have already secured (with two annual payments) the Lloyds of London 
health Insurance Policy. It was a deal we just couldn’t pass up, especially 
since we didn’t receive any negative feedback on the proposal. The cost will be

every Odyssey rider to complete and return the enclosed Odyssey 2000® Rider 
Mailing Info Form ASAP. We need to make sure we provide only current and 
correct mailing addresses, phone numbers and email addresses on the rider 
list you will be receiving next month. Plus, it will help ensure we have 
captured all the “Please Don’t Give My Name to Anyone Yet” folks wishing to 
maintain their anonymity. Thank you. 
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So, where will we be in Los Angeles, anyway? 
Great question. No need to be in a big hurry, however. We are waiting for final 
proposals from a Burbank hotel and a Los Angeles hotel. We will announce 
our kickoff (which will probably be our finish hotel as well) in the February 
Rider Memo. 
 
The hotels with whom we are talking should have plenty of rooms available 
for families and friends wishing to join you for the beginning and/or end of 
Odyssey. For a cost, your family and friends will be more than welcome to 
attend our New Year’s Eve Dinner Party on both 12/31/1999 and 12/31/2000. We 
hope hundreds of people will join us for both of these exciting events. 
 
We need to give the hotel some guarantees in the very near future, so we will 
be asking you to estimate how many guests, if any, might be attending these 
celebrations and how many of your family and friends might be interested in 
reserving their own rooms. 
 
Odyssey Video 
Enclosed is a copy of our new Odyssey 2000® The Bicycle Trek of the Century 
video. It was produced to help national and local governments, tourism 
associations, Chambers of Commerce, the media and potential vendors achieve a 
better visual understanding of Odyssey and how they can become involved in 
making it a success. After all, when you tell a community 250 bikers are coming 
to town, lots of creative images are conjured up.  
 
In addition to an English version, we have produced copies in Spanish, German, 
French and Italian.  
 
Odyssey Poster 
We have also enclosed a laminated Odyssey 2000®  poster for your use. It 
should make a super momento to help illustrate some of the fascinating stories 
you will be telling in the next millennium. 
 
Bike Friday Feedback 
Even though we are a few months away from the final decision on Odyssey 
bikes, we’d like to hear your opinions on the Bike Friday. So far, we have 
received a couple dozen comments, both positive and negative. Since a smaller 
wheel bike looks like a “toy” or “not a serious bike” to some, we’d like to hear 
more opinions from all registered Odyssey riders. We’d especially like 
feedback from those who have ridden one.
